Spiritual hunger and sound Biblical training are elements of a strong, healthy  

church.  Today in Angola, pastors and church leaders are eager to study.  The  

people are hungry to know the Word of God.  From every corner of the country  

they are asking for someone to come and explain to them these words of life.   

 

The apostle Phillip found a similar spiritual hunger in an African man on a  

desert road south of Jerusalem (Acts 8).  This man was sitting in his chariot  

reading the book of Isaiah when he asked Phillip, “How can I [understand]  

unless someone explains it to me?”  So he invited Phillip to come up and  

sit with him.
